SAP = Start Another Project
SEX = Stash Enrichment eXpedition / Stash Enhancement eXperience

Stash = your personal needlework supplies
StRIP = Stash Reduction Implementation Plan, usually done when SABLE has been 
  achieved. Usually, no new purchases are allowed for a set amount of time and/or    

  until a certain amount of stash is used up.  A person who does this is a StRIPper.
